Appendix 1

Map 001 of the site and footpaths with photographs BF001 – BF019 referenced to this map.

All the enclosed photographs were taken on the morning of 10th July 2006 form the present route of footpaths FP14 & FP22.

Map 001 – shows the change in the routing (as now) as a black dotted line away from the original green dotted line. Photo site are marked with numbers and arrows in black ink on this map.

BF001 – View towards the Southeast from footpath at this point across field boundary onto Blunts farmland. The un-grassed area beyond the trees is all raised by at least two meters to prior the construction and this raised landscape was not visible as such prior to construction.

BF002 – Point where footpath 14 enters Blunts Farm land across footbridge.

BF003 – View of footpath towards Northeast. Level climbs quickly from field boundary to over two meters at red post.

BF004 – View from footpath towards South at the field boundary to Blunts Farm showing how th land has been raised by over two meters.

BF005 – As BF004 but view eastwards

BF006 – View back towards southwest showing height of land obscuring trees at field boundary.

BF007 – View from footpath towards Northeast at point where route of footpath has been altered from mapped route of FP14.  We are not sure that the developer obtained permission for this re-routing, which was done to avoid the very deep excavations that have been dug in the site. The original route was through the gap in the two trees.

BF008 – View towards South showing the two tees between which the footpath originally ran. These trees are now in a broad 1.5 – 2 meter hollow at the original ground level.

BF009 – View back towards South-Southwest showing trees and land raised around them.

BF010 & BF011 – View towards North at point where footpath is almost at right angles to original route of FP14. Raised ground to the right of fence is one of the large mounds of topsoil over 4 meters high.

BF012 – View towards South. Area marked with tape is site of gas main crossing the land and here the ground is at original level. Ground all behind this has been raised two meters or more.

BF013&014 – View towards South of causeway constructed at a height of 3 meters or more crossing footpath. Figure in BF014 is on approximate site of original path at it original level to show scale.

BF015 - View towards West showing a further recent excavation. Depth of water is unknown but present surface level is at original ground level and ground is raised all around.

BF017 - View back towards Southwest showing Way Marker in bottom left at original height of footpath with ground rising sharply to right. Ditch formed by this has made original line of footpath inaccessible here and one is forced to walk on the raised area.

BF018 - View towards North from footpath 22. Figure at approximate original ground level with ground raised al around.

BF019 - View from site of BF009 – 011 showing in the distance another of the large mounds of topsoil on site.
